It
also helps you access bottles in your cellar directly from the reference. To see the History
of a reference:

A table appears, displaying all the actions you can do: Show Reference, Show
History, Add bottle(s), Add a tasting note, Add Pro Rating, Share Reference or
Cancel.

Press "Show History". You enter the History of the reference, where you can see 5
different sections : related bottles, drunk and removed bottles, Pro. Ratings, Food
and Wine pairings and Statistics.

Bottles section : in this section, you can see all related bottles to this reference. If
bottles are placed in a rack (cellar and/or wine fridge), a small arrow will directly
lead you to the storage.

Drunk/Removed bottles section : in this section, you have a listing of all
drunk/removed bottles related to this reference. Press any of the bottles and you'll
see all the details of the consumption/removal.

Pro. Rating section : in this section, you can see all the related Pro. Ratings
(feature coming soon).

Food and Wine Pairing section : this section displays all food pairing you have
added to this reference.

Statistics section : this brand new section gives you all the statistics of this
reference in particular. You can have a clear overview of the status and details of
this reference.

So
the application is going to empty your shelf completely  and place the bottles back
in your fridge waited to be stored . We advise you to do the following before you
start the edition: take a screenshot of your fridge before you edit it, so that

you'll be able to place back your bottles exactly as they were before the

edition .

Press the button Save to confirm the edition of the shelf.
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Delete a shelf of your fridge

To delete a shelf of your fridge:

In the bottles area, press the desired fridge.

Press the button Edit located on the top right-hand corner of the screen.

Press the "-" sign in front of the shelf you want to delete. Press the button "Delete".
Your shelf disappears from your fridge.

Press the button Save to confirm you deleted the shelf.

This section of Vinoteka Touch helps you browse and manage all the bottles that are not
stored, which means that they have been placed in this special area while waiting to be

stored in a particular storage:

1. In this section, you can have an overview of all the bottles you have acquired and
that are currently waiting to be placed in a special storage. Bottles can remain in this

section and actions can be taken from here.
2. All bottles are displayed according to their corresponding reference.
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Search a bottle in the Bottles Not Stored
area

To search a bottle in this area:

1. You can see on top of the screen a search field .

2. Type in this field the name of the wine, appellation, vintage, etc., you are looking for.

3. The list of all find bottles meeting the requirements will appear under the search
field, you can now browse the different bottles.
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Filter bottles in the Bottles Not Stored
area

To filter your bottles in this area:

1. You can see on top of the screen several buttons to filter your bottles.

2. By default, the application is set on "All Bottles", which means that you see ALL you
bottles.

stored in a cellar/fridge or waiting to be stored.
2. All bottles are displayed according to their corresponding reference.
3. You can directly go to the location of each bottle thanks to the little blue arrow in

front of each stored bottle.
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Search a bottle in the All Bottles area

To search a bottle in this area:

1. You can see on top of the screen a search field .

2. Type in this field the name of the wine, appellation, vintage, etc., you are looking for.

3. The list of all find bottles meeting the requirements will appear under the search
field, you can now browse the different bottles.
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Check the statistics of all your bottles

To check the statistics of all your bottles:

1. In the All Bottles area, press the "Actions" button, located on the top-right side of
your screen (next to the filtering buttons).

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Detalls and characteristics of a bottle
stored in one of your storages

When you browse your bottles that are stored in the different sections of the Bottles
section, other than going to their location directly, you can manage the characteristics of

each bottle.

1. In this area, press a bottle that appears to be stored in one of your storages.

2. All the details/characteristics of the selected bottle appear on the screen: you can
see the corresponding reference on top of the screen, the details regarding the
addition of the bottle to your wine collection and finally, the information regarding the
status of the bottle at the moment in the storage (location, state, comments, etc.).

3. The totality of this information is editable, we will see in following documents how to

manage each section.
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Actions related to a bottle, stored or not
In a storage

Apart from editing the details of a bottle, there are several actions you can do from the
bottle, whether it is stored or not in one of your storages.

1.

2.

In one of the sections displaying bottles (either All Bottles, Bottles Not Stored,
Bottles to Drink or in one of the storages), press the desired bottle.

On the right-top hand corner of the screen, you can see an Actions button. Press it
to see the several choices the application offers: Drink the bottle, Drink and Taste
the bottle, Remove the bottle and Delete the bottle.

If you press Drink the bottle : the application asks you to give a consumption date
and to save the consumption.

If you press Drink and Taste the bottle : the application asks you to give a
consumption date and to save the consumption. An empty tasting note appears on
the screen. Fill it up and it will be added to the list of your existing tasting notes.

If you press Remove the bottle : enter the date of the removal.

If you press Delete the bottle : the application simply deletes the bottles and
removes it from the list of the bottles (it completely disappears).
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Change the status/tag/display of a stored
bottle

To change the status/tag/display of a stored bottle:

1.

In one of the sections displaying bottles (either All Bottles, Bottles Not Stored,
Bottles to Drink or in one of the storages), press the desired bottle.

The third part of the screen displays all the characteristics of this bottle

In front of State: press the small arrow to access the state of the bottle and edit it.
In front of Bottle Tag : press the small arrow to access the tag of the bottle and add
an identification number if desired. The tag will appear on the bottle. Do not forget to
save the tag.

In front of Display : press the small arrow to change the display of the bottle in the
rack/shelf. You are able to see its front or its back.

The last part of the detail view allows you to add comments to this bottle in
particular. Do not hesitate to use this part of the view to add details such as a
Cuvi©e name, etc.
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Edit the detalls of a stored bottle

To edit the details of a stored bottle:

1.

In one of the sections displaying bottles (either All Bottles, Bottles Not Stored,
Bottles to Drink or in one of the storages), press the desired bottle.

The screen displays all the characteristics of this bottle

Under the name of the bottle, you can see a yellow area displaying the details
regarding the addition of the bottle to the storage: date, number of items and price .
Press the button Edit to edit this information (you can also add comments).

Confirm the changes you make. The detail view of the bottle now displays the newly
updated information.
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From a bottle stored in a storage, go to
the corresponding reference

To go to the corresponding reference from a bottle located in one of your storages:

In one of the sections displaying bottles (either All Bottles, Bottles Not Stored,
Bottles to Drink or in one of the storages), press the desired bottle.

The screen displays all the characteristics of this bottle

On top of the screen, the name of the reference of the wine appears.

In front of the name, press the small image describing a reference.

The reference appears with all its details. When you are done browsing it, press the
button "Close" to close it and come back to the main characteristics of the bottle.
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Move a bottle around in your storages

After having stored a bottle in a storage (cellar or wine fridge), you can decide to move
this bottle to a different place in the same storage, rack/shelf or even in a different
storage.

In one of the sections displaying bottles (either All Bottles, Bottles Not Stored,
Bottles to Drink or in one of the storages), press the desired bottle.

In the third part of the detail view of the bottle, you can see if the bottle is stored or
not. If stored, the application displays the current spot of the bottle: cellar or fridge,
name of rack or shelf and coordinates.

Press the current location: a window displaying all the storages and their
racks/shelves appears on the screen.

Among the list of different storages, press the rack/shelf in which you want to store
the bottle. There are 3 alternatives : it can be a different spot in the same
rack/shelf or another rack/shelf located in the same storage or a new rack/shelf
in a new storage (cellar or wine fridge).

After you have chosen the new spot for the bottle, do not forget to save and
confirm the move twice and make sure the application has registered it.
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Move a stored bottle from one spot to
another one

To move a stored bottle from a spot to another:

In one of the sections displaying bottles (either All Bottles, Bottles Not Stored,
Bottles to Drink or in one of the storages), press the desired bottle.

The screen displays all the characteristics of this bottle

The third part of the detail view shows the current location of the bottle. If you wish
to change the location of this bottle, press this part and a new screen will display all
the different storages available in the application.

Press the newly chosen rack/shelf in a selected storage. The rack/shelf appears,
press an empty spot inside, which will be the new spot of the bottles.

Save the new spot and don't forget to save the change by pressing Save again
(before leaving the current screen).

You are going back to the main screen of the storage.
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Unstore a stored bottle

To unstore a stored bottle:

1. In one of the sections displaying bottles (either All Bottles, Bottles Not Stored,
Bottles to Drink or in one of the storages), press the desired bottle.

2. The screen displays all the characteristics of this bottle

3. The third part of the detail view shows the current location of the bottle. If you wish
to unstore the bottle and put it back in the Bottles Not Stored section , press the
small button "Unstore".

4. The bottle is removed form its rack/shelf and the storage and is placed back in the
Bottles Not Stored section.
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Cancel the consumption of a bottle

To cancel the consumption of a bottle previously done:

1. In one of the sections displaying bottles (either All Bottles, Bottles Not Stored or in
one of the storages), press the desired drunk bottle.

2. In front of the consumption date, you can see a button Cancel . Press this button to
cancel the consumption and the bottle will be placed in the Bottles Not Stored

section.
3. You can decide to replace this bottle back in a selected cellar/wine fridge.
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Cancel the removal of a bottle

To cancel the removal of a bottle:

1. In one of the sections displaying bottles (either All Bottles, Bottles Not Stored or in
one of the storages), press the desired removed bottle.

2. In front of the removal date, you can see a button Cancel. Press this button to
cancel the removal and the bottle will be placed in the Bottles Not Stored section.

3. You can decide to replace this bottle back in a selected cellar/wine fridge.
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Your Bottles To Drink

This section of Vinoteka Touch helps you browse and know which bottles of your
collection are ready to be drunk at the moment. The application automatically selects the
bottles you can drink according to the consumption dates you have entered.

1. In this section, Vinoteka Touch has isolated all the bottles ready to be drunk, which
consumption dates are set currently.

2. All bottles are displayed according to their corresponding reference.

3. You can directly go to the location of each bottle thanks to the little blue arrow in

front of each stored bottle.
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Search a bottle in the Bottles To Drink
area

To search a bottle in this area:

1. You can see on top of the screen a search field .

2. Type in this field the name of the wine, appellation, vintage, etc., you are looking for.

3. The list of all find bottles meeting the requirements will appear under the search
field, you can now browse the different bottles.

Check the statistics of all your bottles to
drink

To check the statistics of all your bottles not stored:

1. In the Bottles To Drink area, press the "Actions" button, located on the top-right side
of your screen (next to the filtering buttons).

2. Press Show Statistics .
3. The screen displays all the different statistics of your bottles ready to be drunk
4. Just close this screen to come back to the main screen of your bottles to drink.
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Export the list of all your bottles to drink

To export the list of all your bottles to drink:

1. In the Bottles To Drink area, press the "Actions" button, located on the top-right side
of your screen (next to the filtering buttons).

2. Press Export the bottles .

3. An empty email appears on the screen, fill it up. This email contains a file containing
the list of all your bottles to drink.

4. ATTENTION: you can export the list of all your bottles to drink out of Vinoteka
Touch/Vinoteka Touch Lite as described. But Vinoteka Touch/Vinoteka Touch Lite
doesn't import files (the application does not contain any importing engine), which
means that you cannot transfer a file from a device to another one (transfer between
several iPhones/several iPads/iPhone and iPad).
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Synchronizations between Vinoteka Mac
and Vinoteka Touch(*)

To sync Vinoteka Mac with Vinoteka Touch:

1. Launch Vinoteka Touch in your iPhone/iPad/iPod Touch.

2. Go the section Sync. Go the section "Sync". Vinoteka Mac is displaying the list of
the devices paired with it; at the moment, it shows the devices that have already
been paired (if several otherwise the only one you paired).

3. In Vinoteka Touch, press the button Sync with Mac ; in Vinoteka Mac, in the
Devices area, your iPhone/iPad/iPod Touch appears with a twinkling shade. Click on
it.

4. Vinoteka Mac offers you two choices: "Sync" and "Delete" (the pairing). Click on
"Sync". The synchronization starts.

5. After a few seconds, Vinoteka Mac and Vinoteka Touch both display that the
synchronization is done. Vinoteka Touch mentions that your device is paired with
your database in Vinoteka Mac.

6. Both databases have been merged, changes made in one database have been
applied to the other one, the same database is now loaded in both Vinoteka Mac
and Vinoteka Touch.

7. IMPORTANT NOTE: if you have paired several devices with Vinoteka Mac, just
follow the instructions given above to sync the other devices with Vinoteka Mac.

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First synchronization between Vinoteka
Mac and Vinoteka Touch(*)

You now synchronize Vinoteka Mac with Vinoteka Touch and transfer the changes you
make in both applications to the other one. It's quick, simple and easy, so let's get started!

1. Launch Vinoteka Touch in your iPhone/iPad/iPod Touch.
2.

Go the section Sync. In the meantime, Vinoteka Mac does not display any device
paired with it, which means that your iPhone/iPad/iPod Touch is not paired yet.

In Vinoteka Touch, press the button Pair With Mac ; in Vinoteka Mac, in the Devices
area which has just appeared, your iPhone/iPad/iPod Touch appears with a
twinkling shade. Click on it.

Vinoteka Mac is asking you to enter a 4-digit code, which you can read in Vinoteka
Touch. Enter the 4-digit code (you do not need to click on Enter after this).
Vinoteka Mac and Vinoteka Touch are now paired. You're now going to start
synchronizing and merging both databases.

In Vinoteka Mac, click on the button Sync; since it is your first synchronization,
simply click on "Sync", so that the synchronization engine will sync, merge and
transfer the database contained in your Mac into your device.

IMPORTANT: if you started using Vinoteka Touch before Vinoteka Mac and entered
data in Vinoteka Touch ONLY (which means that your Vinoteka Mac Mac is empty
and your Vinoteka Touch contains data), you might want to import the content of
your Vinoteka Touch into your Vinoteka Mac. In that case and ONLY FOR THE
FIRST SYNCHRONIZATION, press "Import and Sync". For the following
synchronizations, only click on "Sync", never again on "Import and Sync"

After a few seconds, Vinoteka Mac and Vinoteka Touch both display that the
synchronization is done. Vinoteka Touch mentions that your device is paired with
your database in Vinoteka Mac.

IMPORTANT NOTE: it is perfectly possible to pair one Vinoteka Mac with several
Vinoteka Touch (several devices) and synchronize it with all the devices one after
the other. In order to pair several devices with your Mac, just follow the instructions
given above to pair the other devices and realize a first synchronization.
Synchronize the devices one after the other with Vinoteka Mac.

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Remove the pairing between Vinoteka
Mac and Vinoteka Touch(*)

To remove the pairing between Vinoteka Mac and Vinoteka Touch:

1. Launch Vinoteka Touch in your iPhone/iPad/iPod Touch.

Go the section Sync. Go the section "Sync". Vinoteka Mac is displaying the list of
the devices paired with it; at the moment, it shows the devices that have already
been paired (if several otherwise the only one you paired).

In Vinoteka Touch, press the button Remove Pairing .

Vinoteka Touch is not paired with Vinoteka Mac any more.

In Vinoteka Mac, click on your device, then click on the button Delete. It confirms
you want to delete the pairing.

Your device disappears from Vinoteka Mac.

IMPORTANT NOTE: if you happen to delete the pairing between Vinoteka Mac and
Vinoteka Mac (after a WIFI cut for example or after an update of either Vinoteka Mac
and/or Vinoteka Touch), do not worry for your data, it remains safe. In order to build
again the pairing and synchronize again, just follow the instructions given in the
section First Synchronization between Vinoteka Mac and Vinoteka Touch .VERY
IMPORTANT: gnd do not forget to only click on "Sync" and never again on

“Import and Sync" - which is only valid for the very first pairing and

synchronization, not for the following ones after the pairing is rebuilt
